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Syllabus program
1. Syllabus description, purpose, subject of study and learning outcomes
The program of the credit module "International Economic Activity of Ukraine" is made in accordance with the educational program of OPP "International Economics" of the first level of higher education, specialty 051 "Economics". It is the discipline of the cycle of professional and practical training (at the choice of students).

The purpose of the credit module is the formation of students' abilities: to identify knowledge and understanding of the problems of international economic activity, the foundations of the modern economy at the international level; carry out professional activities in accordance with applicable regulations and legal acts; to explain economic and social processes and phenomena on the basis of theoretical models of development of national economies in the world economy, to analyze and meaningfully interpret the obtained results; use modern sources of economic information for the preparation of official documents and analytical reports; ability to conduct economic analysis of the functioning and development of economic entities, assessment of their international competitiveness; ability to analyze in depth the problems and phenomena in the field of international economic activity, taking into account economic risks and possible socio-economic consequences; to recognize the rule of law, in particular in professional activities, to understand and be able to use their own rights and freedoms, to show respect for the rights and freedoms of others, in particular, members of the team; use terminology in the field of international economic activity; apply analytical and methodological tools to substantiate proposals and management decisions by entities (public authorities, legal entities and individuals) in the field of international economic activity; use professional arguments to convey information, ideas, problems and ways to solve them to specialists and non-specialists in the field of international economic activity; explain the models of development of international economic activity of the country in terms of fundamental principles and knowledge based on an understanding of the main directions of development of economic science; to be aware of the main features of the modern world and national economy, directions of the foreign economic policy of the state; to analyze the functioning and development of economic entities, to determine the functional areas, to calculate the relevant indicators that characterize the effectiveness of their activities in the world market; to carry out financial planning of activity of the enterprise in the foreign economic sphere; be able to analyze the processes of state regulation of foreign economic activity; apply the acquired theoretical knowledge to solve practical problems of international economic activity and meaningfully interpret the results; identify sources and understand the methodology for determining and methods of obtaining economic data, collect and analyze the necessary information, calculate economic indicators; identify and plan opportunities for personal professional development; demonstrate basic skills of creative and critical thinking in research and professional communication; be able to use data, provide arguments, critically evaluate logic and draw conclusions from scientific and analytical texts on the problems of international economic activity; perform interdisciplinary analysis of socio-economic phenomena and problems in the field of international economic activity, taking into account the risks and possible socio-economic consequences; to use normative and legal acts regulating foreign economic activity of Ukraine; use information and communication technologies to solve socio-economic problems, prepare and present analytical reports; think abstractly, apply analysis and synthesis to identify key characteristics of international economic activity in the world, as well as the behavior of their subjects; demonstrate flexibility and adaptability in new situations, in working with new objects, and in uncertain conditions; to act socially responsibly and consciously on the basis of ethical principles, to appreciate and respect cultural diversity, individual differences of people; determine the influence of factors and analyze changes in the country's international monetary policy; to organize the functional support of foreign trade agreements; identify and understand the causal links between economic phenomena and processes in the field of international economic activity of the country, identify and assess the factors of influence; determine indicators of efficiency of export and import operations.

Policy and control
7. Syllabus policy (educational component)
Attending classes
Lectures, practical classes attendance, as well as absence from them, is not evaluated. However, students are encouraged to attend classes because they teach theoretical material and develop the skills needed to complete a semester individual assignment. The grading system is focused on obtaining points for student activity, as well as performing tasks that are able to develop practical skills and abilities.

Classroom rules
The system of work involves constant communication in the form of dialogue, providing feedback to students on the material listened to and the tasks received, which may be in the form of feedback, ideas, suggestions and more. Student feedback is an important component in the process of compiling and improving the content of training courses.

At each practical lesson, students are invited to make short reports, including a review of current news on the topic. This approach helps to navigate in the modern business space and draw their own analytical conclusions on problem situations.

Students receive assignments for independent work on the passed material.
The lectures and practical classes conten is posted in Google Classroom.

Completed tasks are uploaded in a timely manner in the completed tasks section of the Google Classroom user (the deadline for submission of works is specified for each task, as a rule, it occurs 24 hours before the next lecture). Timeliness is the same evaluation criterion as the professional level of performance.
The start time of classes is determined according to the schedule, delay, which is allowed - 5 minutes, for on-line formats - delay is not allowed.
Mobile phones and other devices that can interfere with the work of the audience should be switched to "silent" mode, if you show your computer screen in remote mode, turn on the "do not disturb" mode for messengers.

During the discussion in the audience - it is advisable to take an active part, complement, discuss respecting each other, giving the opportunity to speak without interruption. In remote mode, make sure your microphone is muted until you want to join the discussion.

8. Types of control and rating system for evaluation of learning outcomes (RSO)
Current control: express survey, survey on the topic of the lesson, MCW, test, etc.

Current control consists of points that the student receives for:

- performance of tasks and tests on the topic of lectures (8 tasks during the semester) - 40 points;

- performance of modular control work - MCW - 10 points;
- performance of essay – 10 points.
Calendar control: is conducted twice a semester as a monitoring of the current state of compliance with the requirements of the syllabus.

Semester control: credit
Conditions of admission to the semester control:

1. Semester rating 60 points. If during the semester a student scored less than 36 points, he is not allowed to take the exam
2. At the exam, students perform a written test. Each task contains two theoretical questions (tasks) and one practical task. The list of questions is given in Appendix A to the syllabus. Each question (task) is evaluated with 10 points according to the following criteria:

- "excellent", complete answer, not less than 90% of the required information (complete, error-free solution of the problem) - 40-36 points;

- "good", a fairly complete answer, at least 75% of the required information or minor inaccuracies (complete solution of the problem with minor inaccuracies) - 35-30 points;

- "satisfactory", incomplete answer, not less than 60% of the required information and some errors (the task is performed with certain shortcomings) - 29-20 points;

- "unsatisfactory", the answer does not meet the conditions for "satisfactory" – 19-0 points.

The sum of starting points and points for the credit is transferred to the grade according to the table:
