The training for Doctors of Philosophy in Specialty 051 "Economics" and the first edition of the
educational and scientific program "Economics" at the third (educational and scientific) level,
"Doctor of Philosophy" (PhD), was initiated and approved by the Methodical Council of Igor Sikorsky
Kyiv Polytechnic Institute on March 31, 2016, under protocol N 7, with a total of 60 ECTS credits for
the educational component of the program. At that time, and still now, the program is relevant and
balanced, taking into account modern labor market requirements and the interests of various
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stakeholder groups. It was aligned with the mission and development strategy of the university.
Based on proposals from the project team and applicants in 2018, the names of the educational
disciplines (components) for acquiring universal research competencies were reviewed towards an
optimal number, and the volume of the educational component of the program was reduced to 30
ECTS credits.

In 2019, following the proposals of the project team and applicants, and in consideration of the
provisions of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute Order "On the Organization and Planning of the
Educational Process in the 2019-2020 Academic Year," the ECTS credits for language and practical
training courses were increased from 4 to 6 credits, and the general scientific (philosophical)
disciplines were consolidated from two credit modules into one, with a total of 4 ECTS credits,
allowing for a variable list of study titles. The courses "Communicative Ethics," "Social Philosophy,"
"Methodology of Scientific Research," and "Pedagogical Mastery" were removed.

In 2020, another edition of the program description was approved in accordance with the approved
form for educational program descriptions at Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute. This included
the structure and content of general competencies, professional competencies, program learning
outcomes, and the list of components of the educational program; the number of ECTS credits for
the educational program was increased from 30 to 40 ECTS credits. Changes were made to the
structure of the list of program components, including the number of ECTS credits and the form of
semester control for educational components. A new course, "Organization of Scientific and
Innovative Activity" with 4 ECTS credits, was added. Selective educational components appeared,
and the courses "Philosophical Foundations of Scientific Activity" and "Foreign Language for
Scientific Activity" were offered for 6 credits each. The names of educational components were
changed from "Economic Systems Analysis" to "Theory of Economic Systems Analysis" and from
"Mathematical Methods in Economics" to "Neoclassical Models of Economic Processes."

The next revision of the program took place in 2021 due to changes in the National Qualifications
Framework (NQF), aligning the educational and scientific master's level with NQF level 8. The
content and number of general competencies, professional competencies, and program learning
outcomes were reviewed.

In 2021, the program was revised again following the receipt of Accreditation Certificate N 2375 on
October 4, 2021 (later replaced by Certificate N 5431 on July 6, 2023, due to a change in the address
of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute). Recommendations from experts and members of the
Higher Education Council were taken into account. The project team reviewed the process of
collecting proposals for program improvement from stakeholders (their involvement in discussions),
the procedure for forming the educational and scientific program by expanding the list of selective
components, the possibility of adding subjects focused on the economics of innovative activity and
organization of scientific activity; the process of studying the experience of other (domestic and
foreign) universities in program formation, stakeholders' recommendations regarding the increase in
the volume of certain educational components, including "Pedagogical Practice"; the possibility of
expanding the presentation of summarized results of collection, acceptance, or rejection of proposals
from all stakeholder groups; the possibility of introducing a theoretical discipline as the basis for
forming knowledge essential for developing teaching competencies; the alignment of the name,
goal, and content of practical training, and the ability of higher education applicants (PhD students)
to effectively master its educational components and the entire educational program, ensuring
comprehensive documentary and informational support and compliance with Licensing Conditions.
Another revision of the Educational and Scientific Program (ESP) took place in 2022. According to
Order HOH/73/2022 dated February 15, 2022, "On the Organization and Planning of the Educational
Process" at Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute 2022-2023, the structure and form of presenting
the curriculum were updated. The courses "Philosophical Foundations of Scientific Activity" and
"Foreign Language for Scientific Activity" were divided, and the courses 30 1 and 30 2, taught over
several semesters, were split into two components. Based on the proposals of the project team and
applicants (protocols of the Scientific and Methodological Commission on specialty 051 "Economics",
2022), the number of credits in the educational program was changed from 40 to 50 ECTS credits
(including 14 elective credits). To expand the scope of practical classes, the volume of certain
components was increased, and in the curriculum list, the credits for "Courses for Obtaining Deep
Knowledge in the Specialty" were increased from 3 to 4 ECTS credits. An additional (third) elective
educational component with a volume of 4 credits, and the component "Current Issues in Higher
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Education Pedagogy" with 2 credits, were introduced.

Also, in 2022 in accordance with the approved Standard of Higher Education for the third
educational and scientific level "Doctor of Philosophy" in Specialty 051 "Economics," the ESP was
reviewed and changes were made to integral competence, general competencies, special
(professional) competencies, and learning outcomes. The volume of the main text of the dissertation
was specified according to the requirements for a PhD dissertation (Resolution of the Cabinet of
Ministers No. 44 dated January 12, 2022).

The content of the State Standard of Education, Field of Knowledge, and Program Requirements were
aligned with the list of educational components. General competency GC 6 was added to the
Educational Program, special (professional, subject) competencies for the Field of Knowledge 8-11
were included, and additional learning outcomes for the Program Requirements 11-13 were
formulated.

In 2023, based on proposals from the project team and applicants (protocols of the Scientific and
Methodological Commission on specialty 051 "Economics", 2023), with the aim of improving the
quality of education, and considering the points of Order NON Ne 39 of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic
Institute dated February 10, 2023 "On the organization and planning of the educational process for
the 2023-2024 academic year," work was continued on improving the formation of the IOT (Integral
Educational Trajectory) for PhD students. This was done by drawing on the experience and examples
of domestic and foreign universities regarding the formation of EC educational programs and
expanding the list of elective EC courses, which is reflected in the "Catalog of Elective Courses of the
educational and scientific programme on specialty 051 Economics".

Based on the proposals of the project team and applicants (protocols of the Scientific and
Methodological Commission on specialty 051 "Economics", 2024), the number of credits for the
educational component of the program was changed from 50 to 56 ECTS credits (including 14
elective credits) in 2024. Changes were made to the list of components of the ESP, in the part
"Courses for Obtaining Deep Knowledge in the Specialty," increasing the credits from 4 to 5 ECTS
credits. The volume of the component "Organization of Scientific and Innovative Activity" was
increased from 4 to 5 credits, with the form of control being an exam. Changes were made according
to the Rector's Order NOD/289/24 dated April 17, 2024, on the revision of educational programs,
increasing the volume of the component "Pedagogical Practice" from 2 to 3 credits. Proposals
regarding the forms of control per semester and the number of individual works were taken into
account, according to the Order of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute "On the Organization and
Planning of the Educational Process for the 2024-2025 Academic Year."

The revision of the Educational and Scientific Program (ESP) in 2025 was carried out in accordance
with the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine dated April 29, 2025, N 266 “On the
Approval of the List of Fields of Knowledge and Specialties for Higher and Professional Pre-Higher
Education,” which introduced a transition from specialty 051 Economics to C1 Economics and
International Economic Relations (by specializations). In line with the Order of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv
Polytechnic Institute “On the Organization and Planning of the Educational Process for the
2025-2026 Academic Year,” changes were made to the ESP, incorporating suggestions from the
working group and stakeholders. Specifically, the program goal and focus were updated, the titles of
educational components NK 04 - NK 06 were revised, and Professional Competencies PC 8 to PC 9 as
well as Program Learning Outcomes PLO 10 to 12 were improved in accordance with the updated
educational components. For NK 03 “World Economics,” the following were updated: General
Competencies GC 1,2,3; PC 8; and PLO 1,5,10,12. NK 04 was renamed from “Neoclassical Models of
Economic Processes” to “Neoclassical Economic Models” with updates to GC: 1; PC: 3,6,9; and PLO:
3,4,9,10. NK 05 was renamed from “Change Management and Business Transformation” to “The
economy of change and transformation”with updates to PC: 1,5,9; and PLO: 2,8,11,12. NK 06 was
renamed from Theory of Economic Systems Analysis” to “Economics and Economic System Analysis”
with updates to GC: 1,2; PC: 3,5,9; and PLO: 3,8,11,12. For NK 08 “Actual Problems of Higher School
Pedagogy,” updates were made to GC: 3,4,5; PC: 2,4; and PLO: 5,6,7. For NK 09 “ Pedagogic
Practice,” updates were made to GC: 3,5; PC: 2,4; and PLO: 4,7,8. The individual research plan for
the fourth year of study was also revised accordingly.

The educational process is based on a synthesis
of modern approaches and teaching methods
that foster the development of academic
autonomy, critical and analytical thinking,
academic integrity, and an interdisciplinary
approach. Problem-based, heuristic, information-
receptive, instructive-practical, interactive, and
research-oriented methods are applied, as well
as research-based learning and learning through
teaching, particularly within the framework of
teaching practice. The educational component of
the program is implemented through interactive
lectures focused on current issues in economics
and international economic relations, practical
classes utilizing modern digital technologies and
platforms (Sikorsky Distance Learning Platform,
Google Workspace for Education, Moodle), as
well as group work, discussions, analytical tasks,
and case studies that contribute to the
development of professional competencies of
the applicants. Considerable attention is given
to independent work, which is supported by
individual consultations with academic
supervisors and active engagement with the
academic community. The research component
of the program includes the implementation of
an individual research plan, preparation and
defense of a dissertation, participation in
scientific conferences, seminars, workshops, as
well as the publication of research results in
professional national and international journals,
including those indexed in leading scientometric
databases (such as Scopus, Web of Science,
etc.). PhD students are actively involved in
research projects conducted by departments, as
well as in scientific student communities, which
supports the development of their research
potential. In case of force majeure
circumstances, the educational process may be
delivered in a distance or blended format using
synchronous and asynchronous online teaching
technologies, ensuring flexibility and the
effectiveness of educational interaction. All
participants in the educational process have
timely access to information on learning
objectives, content, learning outcomes, teaching
methods, and assessment criteria. Detailed
information on the organization of the
educational process is provided in the syllabi of
the educational components, which are
available on the official departmental websites,
in the Electronic Campus module, and on
distance learning platforms.

Within the framework of the Educational and
Scientific Doctoral Program, the assessment of
postgraduate students’ learning outcomes is
carried out for the educational components
specified in their individual study plans, based
on a rating-based assessment system. This
system is structured around criterion-based
operational monitoring and the accumulation of
rating points for each component.

To assess the level of acquisition of educational
content during the semester, the following are
used: completion of academic and individual
assignments, tests, formative control activities.
All aligned with the criteria defined in the Rating
Assessment System (RAS), which is founded on
the principles of transparency, objectivity, and
academic integrity.

For semester evaluation of educational
components, the RAS applies a standardized
distribution of points and includes the following
types of final assessment: final test (pass/fail),
examination (written or oral), defense of the
pedagogical practice report.

The RAS criteria for each component are given
to postgraduate students during the first class
session and typically remain unchanged
throughout the semester.

Pedagogical practice is assessed according to
the criteria set forth in the RAS. The credit is
awarded based on an oral defense of the
practice outcomes before a semester
assessment commission.

The assessment of the postgraduate student’s
research work is conducted in accordance with
the individual research plan and includes:
evaluation of the research progress and results
by the academic supervisor; publication of
research findings in scientific journals;
presentation and dissemination of scientific
results at academic conferences and seminars,
including the publication of abstracts; biannual
reporting on the implementation of the
individual plan during departmental meetings;
submission of the supervisor’'s formal evaluation
of the scientific novelty, theoretical contribution,
and practical relevance of the dissertation
outcomes.

Final attestation is carried out by a one-time
specialized academic council based on the
public defense of the postgraduate student’s
scholarly achievements presented in the form of
a dissertation.

Formatting” https://zakon.rada.gov.ua/laws/show/567-2013-%D0%BF#n52. Its volume must range
from 6.5 to 9 author’s sheets (i.e., 156-216 A4 pages of main text). One author’s sheet equals
40,000 printed characters or approximately 24 pages of typed text, formatted in Microsoft Word
using Times New Roman, font size 14 pt. https://zakon.rada.gov.ua/laws/show/z0155-17 #Text.

The dissertation must not contain academic plagiarism, falsification, or fabrication. It is subject to
plagiarism checks and, following the defense, is published in the university’s scientific repository for
open access.

The final certification (defense of the dissertation) is conducted in an open and public manner.

The procedure and specific conditions for public defense are defined by the Cabinet of Ministers of
